Meeting Called to Order 1:59 PM

In Attendance:   Wendy Jaroslawski, Harold Rozinski, Judy Ruf, Joyce Shore, Leland 
Beel, Larry Burgher, Charles Finnila, and Robert Lynch.  

Secretary Report: Discussion about posting the Minutes on the Web Site.  Judy told
us about a computer club in Connecticut that posts a synopsis of the minutes on their
web site.  Another discussion followed about mailing a Newsletter vs. posting on the 
web site.  Motion to approve the Secretary Report for April by Judy, seconded by
Harold.  Motion carried by all.

Treasurers Report:  Income for the month from 4//17/2010 as of 5/17/2010 was
$35.68; the monthly expenses are $636.00.  $500 of that was for the annual insurance 
premium with Hartford. Motion by Judy to accept the Treasurers report, seconded by 
Leland. Motion to approve carried by all.  Robert explained to the BOD about Judy and 
his ongoing efforts to help the SIGs.  We may interview the SIG leaders first to 
determine their thoughts and express ours.  For our first interview we met in the AM at 
a local restaurant most convenient to the SIG leader.  Since the effort was entirely Club 
business we are submitting the “get the customer relaxed and amenable for our sales 
pitch” bill of $23.89.  We feel the SIG leaders would be more receptive to exchange 
ideas away from their SIG.  Robert explained this expense would not occur in all 
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instances of our interviews, however considering the driving distances, convenient 
times and places to meet, we feel this is a justified Club expense. 
Therefore, we are submitting this bill for approval by the BOD.  A motion by Robert for 
approval for this one time project, seconded by Harold.  Motion carried by all, with the 
caveat total expenses for the SIG interviews are not to exceed a total of $200.  These 
expenses will be entered as Administrative Expenses in the Treasurer’s Report. 

APCUG Report:   No report for this month.

Membership Report:  Judy’s Membership Report shows we are holding at 82 
members. The membership outlook for the summer months ahead is pessimistic 
.Motion to  accept the Membership Report by Joyce, seconded by Leland.  Motion
carried by all.    

SIG Coordinator:   No report for the month.  Don Sabatine, the Sig Coordinator has 
verbally resigned due to his health

Program Report:   Wendy will be giving her report on Facebook and Twitter.  Wendy 
will use her Verizon modem as a test to compare it to the performance of the Clear 
unit.  Larry will continue his wonderful job as Q & A after Wendy’s presentation.  There 
are no General Meetings for July and August due to the wonderful weather we have 
during those months.  Howard Mark is arranging for Cox to give us a presentation in 
September and Century-Link in October for the General Meeting. We need to thank
Wendy for donating the two door prizes of Dragon Naturally Speaking. With Don’s
resignation the Club may have some difficulty with the program lineups.  We need to 
appoint a new Program Chairman ASAP!  Motion by Judy, seconded by Harold to accept 
the Program Report.  Motion carried by all.

Newsletter Report:  Leland is again with a trembling voice is appealing to all Club
Members, especially the members at the BOD meeting to please, please get 
Newsletter material to him by the 22nd of the month, and positively no later than
the drop dead --- shut the presses down 25th date!  Leland commented he doesn’t 
receive much feedback about things in the Newsletter.
