tions, and other projects. How-
ever, you don't have to start
your OpenOffice.org docu-
ments from scratch; you can
download more templates.
Professional Template Pack |
and Il by Sun Microsystems are
just two of the many add-ons or
extensions you can download
from the OpenOffice.org Exten-
sions site.

You may also want to use the
Calendar Template extension to
create calendars. After you
download the files, open

OpenOf-
fice.org and
click Tools --
Extension
Manager. Then to install an
extension, click the Add button,
select the file, and click Open.

Now your Templates and Docu-
ments window will be popu-
lated with an assortment of
templates.

click the Shapes tool. You'll see
a large selection of shapes you
can create.

(Word allows
you to draw several types of
lines, including lines with arrows
on the ends.)

4. position the mouse pointer
where one end of the line is to be
located.

5. Click and hold the mouse
button.

6. Drag the mouse until the
line is the desired length.
7. Release the mouse button.

Errors in Windows

If your network is not function-
ing properly, you may see “A
Network Cable is Unplugged”
messages appear repeatedly on
the Windows desktop. Mes-
sages may pop up on the
screen once every few days or
even once every few minutes
depending on the nature of the

problem. This can occur even
if you are using WIFI wireless
network. This problem can be

fixed!

You might try to disable the
Ethernet network adapter if
you are not using it. This ap-
plies, for example, when run-
ning a WiFi home network
with computers that have built-
in Ethernet adapters. To dis-
able the adapter, double-click
the small Network Cable Un-

plugged error window
and choose the Disable
option.

Check both ends of the
Ethernet cable connected to
the adapter to ensure they are

not loose.
