Display the Traditional Desktop Icons in XP 

 
Older versions of Windows had a few icons that always appeared on the desktop:  My 

Documents;  My Computer, My Network Places, Internet Explorer and Recycle Bin.  Of 

these only the Recycle Bin appears in default in XP.   If you want to display any of the other 

icons, do this:  Right click anywhere on the desktop.  Make sure it is on the desktop itself 

and not an object.  Windows displays a Context Menu.  Choose Properties.  The display 

Properties Menu springs into view.  On the Desktop tab, click the Customize Desktop but-

ton.   
Windows displays the  Desktop Items dialog box with the General tab selected.  At the top 

of the dialog box, select the boxes corresponding to the icons you want displayed on the 

desktop.  Conversely, you can deselect the check boxes of any icons you don’t want dis-

played.  Keep clicking OK to dismiss all of the dialog boxes on the screen.
